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         Roma Lodge Merit Scholarship Program

WHAT IS THE SCHOLARSHIP
Each year Roma Lodge makes scholarships available to children of Roma Lodge members who are in good standing as of January 31 of that calendar year. Two of the scholarships are for $4000 each, payable in $1000 increments at the beginning of each of four academic years. In addition to the two renewable $4000 scholarships, the Lodge awards a maximum of three one time $500 scholarships to the third, fourth, and fifth place rated scholarship applicants. The scholarships can be applied to any course of study leading to a recognized baccalaureate degree in any accredited United States college or university of the recipient’s choice. The recipients are selected by a panel of independent evaluators in the Racine area.  Roma Lodge officers or members do not have part in the selection of the recipients. 

WHO IS ELIGIBLE

All biological or adoptive children of members in good standing as of January 31 of that calendar year are eligible to compete for the scholarship.  It is necessary that the father of the recipient continue to be a member in good standing for the duration of the scholarship. Applicants must be graduating high school seniors.  Candidates must be planning to pursue a full-time program of study (12 credits or more) in a college or university of the United States.
APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
The applicants must have:

·  taken a high school college preparatory course of study

·  demonstrated a commendable academic record which will qualify for admission to the college university of their choice

· demonstrated positive citizenship and leadership qualities through participation in school and community activities.

· potential for higher academic success by achieving ACT or SAT scores acceptable to the college or university of their choice.

· official high school transcript 

· ACT or SAT scores report form

· two letters of recommendation

Financial need will not be considered during the selection process. The completed application must be in the hands of the Scholarship Committee no later than March 28.

SELECTION CRITERIA
Selection of the recipients is based on …

· High school academic performance – 50%

· Extra – curricular activities – 25%

· Community activities (employments, church activities, volunteer activities) – 25%

ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE RECIPIENTS
The recipients of the Roma Lodge scholarship will be selected by April 30 of each year and announced at the spring recipient’s high school scholarship awards ceremony. 
DOLLAR VALUE AND PAYMENT OF THE SCHOLARSHIP
The Lodge will provide financial assistance in the form of two $4,000 cash scholarships paid in $1000 increments to those selected as the first and second place applicants.  Three scholarships will offer financial assistance in the form of a one time $500 cash scholarship to the applicants who place third, four and fifth. The funds will be awarded to the recipients upon receipt of a copy of their formal acceptance to the college or university they will be attending.

RENEWAL PROCEDURE
The scholarship is renewable through the four years of undergraduate study.  The recipients must apply for the scholarship each year succeeding the initial year.  This is done by submitting a letter of request which should also highlight the recipient’s collegiate experiences and supplying the Scholarship Committee with official evidence (a transcript) that they are maintaining a 2.5 minimum grade point average based on a 4.0 scale and evidence they are enrolled in a fall full-time program of study.

OTHER AWARDS
This scholarship is not a limiting scholarship. Recipients may accept other awards.

RECIPIENT OBLIGATIONS
Recipients are responsible for making entrance arrangements with their colleges and for fulfilling entrance requirements.  Recipients must maintain a 2.5 grade point average based on a 4.0 grade scale during the duration of the scholarship and must maintain an uninterrupted full-time course of study for the following four years leading to a degree.

SCHOLARSHIP CONTINUATION
Roma Lodge retains the right to alter or discontinue the scholarship without notice.  Once a four year scholarship has been awarded, Roma Lodge will continue to finance that scholarship during the term thereof, provided the recipient meets the performance requirements of the scholarship program.
